Inside this issue: 

On 8. February 2012, a Memorandum of Understanding drafted by 

the Department of Public Education (Government of Karnataka) 

was officially signed by Mr. Sundar Bhat Kanchana, the Representa-

tive Head of the Kanchana Foundation, thereby officially adopting 

the government school in Alanthaya village. By signing this MOU, 

the Kanchana Foundation will provide assistance to the school for 

the next 5 years. 

A series of developmental programs are planned to empower the 

school. With immediate effect, the following resources are made 

available to the school: 

 Kanchana Foundation is sponsoring two trained teachers, thereby 

increasing the total strength of teachers from 4 to 6 

 A cheque of Rs.50,000 (Euro 800) was presented to the Alanthaya 

school for the development and progress of various school activi-

ties. 

 The students were presented with about 110 eating plates and 

glasses to help serve mid day meals. 

 The school was also provided with a new computer and a printer, 

with the aim of conducting weekly computer classes for the stu-

dents. 

 The Foundation will provide monthly training camp to the stu-

dents’ parents as a means of educating them in various topics- 

government schemes/ grants, health programs, agricultural 

schemes, girls education and health care etc. 

The occasion was graced by Government authorities, school staff, 

parents, press reporters and locals.  

It was a humble effort on behalf of the Kanchana Foundation by 

initiating a step towards achieving its aims by adopting an under-

privileged school. Henry Ford once said, 'Coming together is a 

beginning, keeping together is progress, and working together is 

success.' 

Kanchana Foundation adopts a rural school in India

privileged children. The foundation is set up in a small city- Puttur of southern Indian state of Karnataka. The Foundation believes that educa-

tion is the means of ensuring a sustainable social and economic progress of rural India. Hence the focus is to provide quality education and also 

means to achieve excellence in education among children of rural and remote regions. The initial monetary source was largely based on the 

DAAD prize money that the founder Adarsha Kanchana won and a generous contribution from NIT, Hamburg.

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A Profile: Government Higher Primary School Alanthaya  

The Government Higher Primary School Alanthaya is located at 

the Alanthaya village, in one of the remotest regions of Puttur in 

India. Only about 40% of the village population (about 1056) are 

educated. Majority of them are manual laborers, while others 

depend on agriculture.  

Prior to selecting this school, the Foundation conducted a de-

tailed study about rural schools in Puttur and held several discus-

sions with school teachers and parents to identify and pick out 

the school which deserved and needed maximum improvement 

and support.  

The school imparts education from Classes 1 to 7, has about 102 

students, out of which 60% of them belong  to families below 

poverty level (less than $300 income per year). Almost all the 

students belong to backward classes of the society (nearly 41% 

belong to Scheduled cast and Scheduled tribes) 

The school has 4 government appointed teachers, among whom 

one is the Head teacher, who handles the administrative aspect. The 

remaining 3 are effectively available for the job of teaching..  

The Foundation is currently in a strategic partnership with this 

school.
